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Registration

All new exchange students are required to enrol to
the university. The enrolment has to be done in
person and students can sign up for the courses
after they have enrolled to the university.

Student housing

Finnish universities do not have on-campus
dormitories. Housing for students in Tampere is
mainly administrated by the Tampere Student
Housing Foundation (TOAS).

TOAS offers high-quality dorm rooms at a
student-friendly price. The flats are mainly
situated within a walking distance from the
university campuses. International students
have a fixed-term tenancy agreement with
TOAS (from August to December and January
to May).

The rent in a student apartment varies between
EUR 250—-400 per month. These are usually two
or three-bedroom apartments, where the student
has a single study-bedroom and shares the
kitchen and the bathroom with the other
students in the apartment. The laundry facilities
are located in the basement of each building.
Student apartments are equipped only with
basic furniture including a bed with a mattress, a
desk and a chair, a shelf and a kitchen table with
chairs. A wireless network is included in the rent.

Cost of living

Cost of living in Finland is comparable to the rest
of Northern Europe. In addition to the rent,
approximately 300-500 € per month covers
food, transportation, personal and leisure
expenses. Meals at student restaurants are
varied and inexpensive.
