English language requirements:  

The nominated student must have a good command of English at B2 or C1 levels according 
to the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR). Documentation 
for English language proficiency: we accept a signed certificate, letter or document from your 
institution indicating that the student has the required level of English language. We also 
accept Erasmus Online Linguistic Support (OLS). 
• Application start date: by an invitation email from UiT after the nomination. 
• Application deadline: 30 October 2024, 23:59 Norwegian Time. 

Courses for exchange students: 

Erasmus+ exchange student can only select courses from their partner Department at UiT 
with which home institution has an Erasmus+ agreement with. In exceptional circumstances, 
the ECTS Supervisor at the Department can allow the student to select course modules from 
other departments if the course modules from other departments fit the student’s study plan 
at home institution.

The Arctic Student Welfare Organisation (Samskipnaden) offers student accommodation. 
Inbound exchange/traineeship students are advised to apply as soon as they receive their 
email from UiT about their nomination. More information can be found here. 

Insurance: 
Inbound exchange students are not insured by UiT The Arctic University of Norway and 
therefore it is mandatory for the students to have a valid health and accident insurance either 
by their home institution, or with a private insurance. In addition to having a health and 
accident insurance, students should also be covered for liability.   

Student visa: 
The visa requirements depend upon the student’s citizenship. The Norwegian Directorate of 
Immigration (UDI) have information about the rules for student visa/study permit depending 
on citizenship here. 

Cost of living in Norway: 
An estimation of a student's cost of living is made and revised yearly by the Norwegian State 
Educational Loan Fund (Lånekassen) and Norwegian Directorate of Immigration (UDI). Their 
recommendation is that the student needs NOK 128 887 for the study year 2022-2023 (10 
months) or NOK 58 585 for one semester (5 months) to cover your expenses as a student
