Language proficiency
Study at our university usually takes place in German. For 
this reason, you should have at least level B2 in German 
(according to the Common European Framework of Refe-
rence). Some programmes also include courses taught in 
English, for which the language level B2 (CEFR) in English 
is a prerequisite. We strongly recommend that exchange 
students take German language lessons during the ex-
change semester, as general structures and university life 
function largely in German.
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Application process
First apply at your home university for an exchange place in 
your subject area. Once nominated by your home univer-
sity, you‘ll receive further information on how to apply for 
admission to our university and a link to our online appli-
cation form. If you would like to come to us as a free mover, 
please contact us by application deadlines.

1. Application form - signed by the yourself and the
coordinator at your home university
2. Learning Agreement - You can also submit a digital 
Learning Agreement
3. Transcript of Records - proof of academic achieve-
ments, copy of Bachelor’s degree certificate (Master’s
level students only)
4. Proof of German / English language skills
5. Curriculum vitae
6. Photograph - for your student ID
7. Copy of your Passport
